PREFACE

Christians recognize with all people the inevitability of death, but Christians 
affirm that “neither death, nor life, ... nor anything else in all creation, will 
be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ our Lord.”  (Romans 
8:38-39)

Yet trust in the love and power of God does not eliminate the grief that 
accompanies a loved one’s death. Recognizing that it is often difficult to 
plan wisely under emotional stress, the Session of Bryn Mawr Presbyterian 
Church encourages its members to discuss and plan in advance the 
arrangements which will be necessary at the time of death. Without such 
planning, surviving members of the family may have to make decisions 
during a time when they are shocked and confused. 

When preparations are made and discussed with others, survivors are 
relieved of difficult questions as to what is right and have the satisfaction 
of knowing they are doing what the deceased would have wanted. Planning 
ahead also means that the arrangements and service will express the 
comfort and hope of the Christian faith fully and without compromise. 

The resurrection is a central doctrine of the Christian faith and shapes 
Christians’ attitudes and responses to the event of death. Death brings loss, 
sorrow, and grief to all. In the face of death Christians affirm with tears and 
joy the hope of the gospel. Christians do not bear bereavement in isolation 
but are sustained by the power of the Spirit and the community of faith. The 
Church offers a ministry of love and hope to all who grieve.

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PRACTICAL CONSIDERATIONS 

When death occurs, who are the appropriate persons to be called initially?

One of your pastors, who will provide support and guidance, can 
be reached through the church’s telephone number, 610-525-2821, 
which is answered 24 hours a day. The physician or emergency 
medical personnel of the deceased, who will arrange for a death 
certificate, should be called as well. 

What services are supplied by the funeral director?

As many or as few as a family wishes. In addition to various matters 
having to do with the transportation and disposition of the body, the 
director will provide the family with copies of the death certificate, 
the use of the funeral home, car rentals, the placing of death notices 
in local newspapers, and support during the memorial or funeral 
service and interment. 

The funeral director also will need certain information:

Vital statistics of the deceased, full name, date and place of birth, 
parents’ full names, names of survivors, Social Security number, 
location of cemetery plot (if relevant) and discharge papers in the 
case of a veteran of the armed forces.
 

Is it possible to make funeral arrangements before one’s death?

Yes. Such “pre-planning” with your pastor and/or a funeral 
director of one’s choice is now quite common. In many cases, one 
may even “pre-pay” all the costs of the services desired. The Pastor 
or Assistant for Pastoral Care can recommend a funeral director if 
needed. 
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What information is contained in the death notice?

The name of the deceased, age, date of death, names of survivors, 
date, time and place of religious service and designation of memorial 
gifts.

What information is contained in an obituary? 

It contains more biographical information and a death notice. A 
newspaper can charge a fee for running an obituary, and it is usually 
the responsibility of the family to submit it.  

What about memorial gifts? 

Many families request that in lieu of flowers friends make a 
contribution to Bryn Mawr Presbyterian Church or to a favorite 
charity of the deceased. In the case of the former, such gifts 
are normally assigned to the Bryn Mawr Presbyterian Church 
Foundation. 

What about an autopsy? 

Presbyterian doctrine would support an autopsy if it leads to the 
advancement of medical knowledge or peace of mind for the family. 
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What procedures are followed in donating one’s body (or certain body 
parts) for medical purposes? 

In case of certain organs, consult the Delaware Valley Transplant 
Program, 610-543-6391. For total body donation to a local medical 
school, call the Humanity Gifts Registry, 215-922-4440.

 

What choices are there in the disposition of a body? 

Apart from donating it for medical purposes, there are two choices: 
1. body burial (or entombment in a mausoleum) and 2. cremation. 
Once this decision has been made, the funeral director will make all 
arrangements. 

 
Does state law require that a body be embalmed? 

No. It is not necessary in the case of cremation or immediate burial. 
Embalming is required in Pennsylvania, and in most states, for a 
body held more than 24 hours after death.

 
In the case of cremation, must a casket be purchased? 

No. The body can be transported to the crematory in a pine box or 
other simple container. 

 
What about viewing the body? 

Often it is helpful for family members to view the body at least once to 
assist in the process of accepting the fact that death has occurred. 
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What happens to the cremated remains? 

The urn containing them may be placed in a niche in a columbarium/
mausoleum of a local cemetery or buried in the family plot of a 
cemetery. More and more, church families are making use of our own 
Chapel Garden. 

Who may use the Chapel Garden? 

The Chapel Garden is intended for members of Bryn Mawr 
Presbyterian Church and their immediate family members.  

What are the costs of using the Chapel Garden? 

A unit for one urn may be purchased for $300. This includes a charge 
of $50 for opening the unit and the engraving of a brass memorial 
plaque. Arrangements for purchasing a unit or units are made through 
the church office. Urns must be no larger than 11” inches length and 
7 1/2” inches in height. Urns must be labeled or engraved with name, 
birth and death dates.  

What resources are there for coping with grief? 

Members of the pastoral staff are available to counsel family and 
friends in times of death. In addition, the Middleton Counseling Center 
offers individual and family counseling and a support group which 
helps individuals cope with grief.

 RELIGIOUS SERVICES

“The service on the occasion of death ordinarily should be held in the usual 
place of worship in order to join this service to the community’s continuing 
life and witness to the resurrection. The service shall be under the direction 
of the pastor. Others may be invited to participate as leaders in the service 
at the discretion of the pastor.”

(W.4.10003) PC(USA) Book of Order

Timing 

In most cases a service takes place within a few days of the death. 
The main service may precede or follow a brief committal service at 
the burial site. Typically, the committal service is attended by family 
members and close friends.

Location  

Bryn Mawr Presbyterian Church is fortunate to have both a Chapel, 
which seats 150, and the Sanctuary, which seats 1,000, excluding 
balconies and choir loft. 

Type of Service 

The service may be either a memorial service without the presence 
of a casket or urn, or a funeral service where the casket or urn is 
present.

Costs 

Bryn Mawr Presbyterian Church intends that costs for a funeral or 
memorial service on its premises be only what are necessary and 
minimal. There are necessary charges to cover custodial services, 
the organist/soloist fees (if music is a part of the service), and a 
reception, if desired. Exact details are available from the church 
office or the officiating pastor. An honorarium for pastors may be 
offered at the discretion of each family.

Flowers 

Flowers add color and beauty to the service, and remind worshipers of 
the goodness of God’s creation. Ordinarily, the family directs a florist 
to fill two vases for either the Sanctuary or Chapel.

Content of Service 

The service is planned by the pastor in consultation with the family. 
The purpose is to provide comfort and strength to mourners, to give 
thanks to God for the life of the deceased, and above all, to bear 
witness to the hope of Christian faith.

It is appropriate for hymns and other sacred music to be part of the 
service. Music should serve to direct the attention of those attending 
to the presence and power of God, and enable worshipers to voice 
their confidence in God’s sovereign love. A list of suggested hymns is 
appended. 

Scripture should be read and prayers offered. A homily may be 
preached and words of appreciation may be spoken by the pastor, 
family members or friends.
